concluded this Agreement on cooperation and
Scientific and Practical Consulting.

1. PURPOSE AND GENERAL PROVISIONS
OF THE AGREEMENT

1.1. In accordance with the terms of this
Agreement, the Parties have agreed to cooperate
to ensure the synergy of educational, scientific,
managerial and industrial components for climate
management and climate change prevention in
the territory of the CLIMAN project partner
countries, to organize research in the field of
climate management and to accelerate the
integration of partner countries into the global
climate market by implementing best European
practices, to promote the development and
strengthening of the institutional capacity of
partner universities to develop recommendations
for the industrial, transport, energy, agricultural,
and tourism sectors of the economy and local
authorities in the area of climate change
prevention, adaptation, and mitigation.

2.6. Conducting sectoral studies on risk
assessment, vulnerability and climate change
forecasting in the areas of water management,
biodiversity conservation, forestry, agriculture
and soil, energy, transport and infrastructure,
public health, tourism and recreation;

2.7. Ensure that current and projected climate
change impacts are taken into account in strategic
planning at the national, regional and local levels;

3. MECHANISM FOR ORGANIZING

3.4. The Parties will take measures to identify
priorities and additional initiatives, target results
and detailed plans for joint actions and their
implementation on the issues that are the subject
of this Agreement,

3.5. The Parties undertake to exchange
information at their disposal on all aspects of
mutual interest, to hold joint consultations, to
establish scientific and technical relations with
third parties.

3.6. The Parties recognize and confirm that in
the course of cooperation they will take care to
ensure the rights and interests of third parties
involved in cooperation and will make efforts to
work together and achieve a common goal.

3.7. The Parties undertake to resolve all
issues that may arise in the course of cooperation
through negotiations, taking into account the
interests of both Parties and the purpose of the
Agreement.

4. FINAL PROVISIONS

4.1. The Agreement shall enter into force
from the date of its signing by the Parties and
shall be valid for five years with the possibility of
its further extension by mutual agreement of the
Parties.

4.2. The Parties shall have the right to
terminate this Agreement at any time upon
written notice to the other Party, not later than
one month in advance.

4.3. Amendments to the Agreement may be
made by agreement and shall enter into force on
the date agreed by both Parties.
